
DIMETHYL ETHER

Dimethyl ether is toxic to the brain.
  It is related chemically to other ether compounds and reduces function of the brain.1  Ethers are rapidly absorbed when inhaled and quickly transmitted to the brain and other fatty tissues.
  Fatty tissues in the body include nerve protective coatings (myelin), lymphatic fluid, cell membrane, membranes of the energy-generating structures called mitochondria, and membranes of the genetic material called DNA.
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
