
GLYCOL ETHERS

Ethylene glycol butyl ether can cause eye and respiratory irritation.
   The majority of the inhaled amount is taken up by the body and enters the blood stream.1  It is also absorbed into the body through the skin.1  Chemicals are also capable of entering the brain directly through the nose and the nerve of smell (olfactory) which has nerve fibers that extend directly into the nose.
   The National Institute of Health recommends that skin contact be prohibited because of the ease with which glycol ethers enter the body through the skin.1    
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
