Since poison control centers rely on manufacturer information, they could have incomplete information. Whether or not you are currently sick, learning about chemicals and reducing exposures is important to long term health. This lowers risk and costs of disability. Rarely are chemicals adequately studied for long-term risk to the brain, the immune and endocrine system, cancer and many serious chronic conditions.

Lowering toxins reduces risk of cancer and autoimmune disease.
